Maths 
At the start of this term we will 

be covering number and place 

value, Roman numerals and 

addition and subtraction prob-

lem solving. We will then cover 

multiplication, division and ge-

ometry, including reflection and translation. 

The children will continue to be set weekly 

Mathletics and Rock Star Maths challenges  

as part of their homework, as well as the 

Maths questions on their weekly homework 

books. These activities help support the 

learning taking place in class.

Topic 

Our topic for the first half-term is the Plague. In this topic, we will be researching 

and finding out how it affected communities, including Eyam. We will visit Eyam 

as part of our Briars visit to get a real life insight and help to bring the topic to 

life.   

Following the half-term break, we dive straight into our Climate Change topic, 

this will be closely linked to our science and give the children the opportunity to 

delve deeper into a huge global issue.  

 

Science 

In Science we will be investigating and finding out about ‘Evolution and Inher-

itance’ and then ‘Classifying Living Things’. This will involve learning about the 

work of Charles Darwin. We will be planning and conducting our own practical 

experiments about variation. This will be a great opportunity for the children to 

take part in group work and plan a fair test. Science will provide the children 

with the important skills of making predictions, analysing results, identifying 

anomalies and evaluating data. 
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
